Reading Qur'an
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We're excited to help Mum decorate for Ramadan! We've created a

beautiful lantern that we can design, decorate, and assemble together.
Join us in this fun project! Remember to ask for help with cutting and
“ w assembling if needed!

Start with colored paper. You can use the
template attached or copier/computer paper
(letter-size) or construction paper (9" by 12").
Cut off a strip of paper 2" wide from one end of

the paper that measures the width of the

paper—38Y%2" or 9". Q

Fold the sheet of paper in half lengthwise. off-"“‘

Mark a line across the length of the folded
paper 2" in from the open edge.

Make marks every %2" along this line, then draw
lines at each mark straight to the folded / \
edge—marking 2" wide strips.

Cut on these lines from the folded edge to the
original marked line. Cut through both layers of \
paper. Open the paper flat. If the marks are very
noticeable, gently erase them

©

Bring the edges together in a cylindrical shape
with the cut strips running vertically. Be sure
that the fold is on the outside of the lantern.
Tape the edges together at the top, middle, and
bottom. You may use staples instead of tape..

Attach the handle, cut in Step 1, to one end of
the lantern with tape or staples.

The lanterns will stand on their own. They can
be hung individually from their handles or
loosely tied at intervals along a cord or rope
hung overhead.
